Positivism and critical spirit at the historian 

Iacob Radu (1868-1932) 

 

[Summary of the PhD Thesis] 

 

 

In the last two decades, the preoccupations of the 

science environment headed more and more towards the recoup 

of the historical writings dedicated to the Romanian United 

Church.  Based on this reason, our scientific coordinator, 

Professor PhD Iacob Marza, based his proposal in ,Alma Mater 

Apulensis”, when he proposed the subject of the present PhD 

thesis: Positivism and critical spirit at the historian Iacob Radu 

(1868 – 1932). 

The main theme of the thesis proposes both the return 

of a biography and the analysis of the historical writing owned 

to a church writer of the Romanian United Church and a 

devoted server of the Romanian Nation – Monsignor Iacob 

Radu, honored with the dignities of Apostolic Protonotar, 

Capitular prepozit and General Episcopal Vicar. 
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The historical postmodern school mainly teaches us 

how to formulate questions, to express doubts, to judge 

everything critically. Only based on these things we can try to 

construct answers, prudently, with effort, with lucidity and, at 

times, with hesitations. To just a mere pronunciation of the 

name of the clergyman Iacob Radu, more questions become 

appropriate: Who he was? Which was his formation path? 

Where has he practiced his priest mission and his clerical 

activity? 

 

Introductory Chapter 

 

But, before approaching the main body of our research, 

I considered appropriate to present, in an introductory chapter, 

a sum of aspects to preface the thesis. Thus, the essay History, 

“as it was”!? or about the research opportunity figures out 

the contemporary historical framework, with its universal 

orientations towards the restitutions of  ecleziastic history, 

which pleads for the research opportunity dedicated to the life 

and the work of Iacob Radu. The section entitled About the 

research subject wants to be a small trip on the bio-

bibliographic coordinates of Monsignor PhD Iacob Radu. 
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If we were to reflect on the political and social context 

of the second half of the 20th century, with special reference to 

the years of the Communism, for sure we will see influences, 

restrictions and limits imposed to the historical writing in that 

period, the most damaged being the reconstruction of the 

history of the Romanian Church United with Rome, Greek – 

Catholic. As the subject of our research aims this area, we 

assume it is appropriate to answer the question: Why now, and 

not then, a work dedicated to the historic creation of the 

Apostolic Pronotar Iacob Radu? The sub-chapter  Short 

overview on the historical writing attached to the 

Romanian United Church during the post war decades 

(1946-1989) is consonant to this interrogation. 

“And The Light lights in the dark and the dark did not 

include it!” (John, New Testament, 1,5.). Maybe neither other 

thought nor aphorism could better define the destiny of the 

Greek-catholic historiography in Romania, during the 

totalitarism. However, despite all censor measures, reaching 

the peak with that “index librorum”, respectively “The library 

secret funds” (the so called “S” fund), the Romanian 

historiography connected to the Romanian United Church with 

Rome has managed to point out several benchmarks in the 

scientific community. 
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Vast issues, regarding: argumentation of Latin 

continuity in Dacia and the Latinity of the Romanian language, 

the Century of Lights and the political development of the 

Romanian nation inside the Habsburg Empire, the genesis of 

1948 Transylvanian movement, education history, art and old 

literature, have been the engines of a real “Trojan horse”, 

thanks to which the heights of the censorship could have been 

escalated, pointing out the historical role played by the Greek-

Catholic Church in the cultural and political defining of the 

Romanian nation, on the background on central-European 

modernity. Thus, a series of representatives of the 

contemporary Romanian historical thinking had reoriented the 

themes referring to Romanian United Church towards another 

horizon, more flexible I front of the censorship, a turn 

characterized by the integration of the approach in the 

framework of the cultural and political development of the 

modern Romanian nation in Transylvania, starting with the eve 

of religious unification and the Great Unification on December 

1st, 1918. Our short overview intended to underline that , in 

fact, there was not o total fragmentation of the tradition of the 

Romanian historical writing of Greek-catholic origin, but just a 

relative adaptation of the themes and a temporary 

disconnection from one of its major directions, so that it was 
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possible the approach of some “dissimulated” themes, a fact 

that has triggered the translation of the identity symbols from 

Agora towards a discreet semantic formula, so characteristic  to 

the transition of the Romanian Greek-catholic confession 

towards the apostolate from the “catacombs”. Of course, the 

documents we have referred to in this section are unequal from 

the perspective of the contribution dimension and the synthesis 

effort, but, nevertheless, for the communist decades, this sum 

of writings was a valuable restitution, suggesting the discreet 

state of the everlasting light. Far from assuming a complete 

presentation, we have just pointed out a historiographic 

destiny, trying to distinguish a slight light in the decades of the 

Romanian totalitarism. 

In the section Benchmarks regarding the 

historiography dedicated to Iacob Radu, we present the 

historiography of the issue, underlining thus the knowledge 

status in relation with the life and the work of the historian 

Iacob Radu. But, all these texts related to Iacob Radu, 

essentially at small scale and quite episodic, offer biographic 

clarifications from a clerical perspective, as well as of 

bibliographic nature, in a path o a quick evaluation. A 

systematic research of Iacob Radu’s personality and historical 

work has never been opened so far. After this short 
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historiographic overview, we assume that the status of the 

knowledge regarding his life and mainly to his work are just at 

the beginning, the idea  of a vast critical restitution, being the 

motivation of out scientific demarche. 

“The research Geography” rememorizes our effort in 

libraries and archives, in order to discover the Iacob Radu’s 

destiny and his historical contributions. Taking advantage of 

the generous advice of our scientific coordinator, PhD Jacob 

Marza, “the research geography” involved in this case a 

searching trip of evidences on 12 “continents” of internal and 

external archives. The range of the documentary issues 

explored during the research have been completed with a vast 

bibliography both general and specific, Romanian and foreign, 

published in the last half of the century, an aspect which has 

facilitated multiple connections in the elaboration and synthesis 

stage of the thesis. In order to complete the classical 

documentation, we have approached electronic sources, the so 

called “Webography”: e-libraries, data bases catalogues, e-

encyclopedias, scanned books, sites of various church 

institutions, on-line portals, etc. 

A revelation of the concept and the method proposed 

by us have been imposed by itself, mainly to explain the 

architecture of the thesis. 
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The elaboration of the present thesis – Positivism and 

Critical Spirit at the historian Iacob Radu (1868 – 1932) 

underwent the development of two main research directions. 

On one hand we have focused on reconstruction of Iacob 

Radu’s biography, his destiny being more and more revealed 

by each piece discovered in the archives or the documents we 

have studied. The thesis has been divided into two main bodies, 

each of them having a distinct theme, but with close 

ramifications and strong connections. 
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I. Benchmarks and stages in the biography of the 

historian Iacob Radu (1868 – 1932) 

 

Avant la letter, it is revendicated the restitution of our 

subject biography. This goal is clarified in section I – 

Benchmarks and stages in the biography of the historian Iacob 

Radu (1868 – 1932), where we try to put together some 

sequences of a destiny on the following coordinates: 

1. The family, the village and the childhood (1868-1878) 

2. The first steps in his education, in the schools of Aiud 

(1878-1882); 

3. Iacob Radu  and the “Blaj’s Lights”: Moments from the 

period of his studies in the Greek-catholic Secondary 

Grammar School in Blaj under the supervision of 

Bishop Ioan Vancea of Buteasa (1882-1887); 

4. Initiate years in Rome: student in Rome (1887-1893); 

5. The first years in clerical life. The priest Iacob Radu as 

a servant of the united Romanian community of Sarmas 

(1894-1896); 

6. Contributions to the development of the educational 

system of Blaj. Various aspects of Iacob Radu’s activity 

inside the Church Institute of Blaj (1896-1897); 
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7. Pastoral Mission in the capital of the Romanian 

Kingdom – Bucharest (1897-1899); 

8. Serving the Lugoj office of the United Church: 

protector of the archives (1899-1902); 

9. The reforming activity of the Vicar Iacob Radu in the 

Hateg County (1902-1911). 

 

We have summarized so far a series of achievements of the 

priest: management in the vicar jurisdiction of Hateg, “hard 

working days” to organize in a modern way the Greek-catholic 

educational system in the Hateg county, celebrations, trips and 

canonic visits, the first “people’s holy missions” in the Lugoj 

bishop area, organized by Iacob Radu, church buildings in the 

Hateg county, protection of the cultural patrimony. 

Two separate chapters, entitled – Canonic Iacob Radu 

serving the good order inside the Lugoj bishop area (1912-

1914) and The activity of the Apostolic Pronotar, papal prelate 

and Capitular prepozit Iacob Radu in the Oradea bishop area 

(1914 – 1932), try to point out his contribution to the good 

administration of the two bishop areas. 

Sinthesizing the amount of data from the first part of the 

thesis, we can conclude the Monsignor Iacob Radu (1868-

1932), honoured with the dignities of Apostolic Protonotar 
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(„Protonotarium Apostolicum ad instar participantium”), Papal 

prelate („Antistes urbanus”), Capitular preposit, General bishop 

vicar, history teacher in some Greek-catholic seminars in 

Transylvania and Banat, co-founder of “Astra”, proves, 

through his biography, but mainly through his written work, 

one of the most representative and originals characters in the 

gallery of transilvanian scolars of the Romanian United Church 

with Rome, whose works have contributed to the design of a 

new historiographic path, on coordinates of the Pozitivism and 

critical Spirit, in the first four decades of the 20th century. 

A systematic research of the clerical destiny and the 

historical work of Iacob Radu have never been opened so far. 

Going through the whole documentation studied so far, we can 

conclude that the whole biography of iacob Radu has the 

attribute of a continuous qualitative change. This authentic 

“trend” develops its bright design on at least two levels. The 

first one, more visible, is related to a whole life dedicated to the 

Universal Christian Church and to the Romanian Nation, and 

the second one, more sophisticated, follows the core of the 

historiographic production, practiced both in writings and the 

public dialogue, polemical and quite often related to the 

historical time.  
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His complex personality has defined on the gradual 

achievements in the cosmopolit environment of Transilvania in 

the second half of the 19th century, in the schools of Aiud and 

Blaj, under the sign of the reforms promoted by Mitropolit Ioan 

Vancea of Budeasa, which has helped him to discover his 

vocation as a servant of the Church and of the Nation. But the 

cristalization of his teologic profile and erudition relies to his 

experience as a student in Rome, when he has studied at 

“Sfantul Atanasie”Pontifical Greek college and at “De 

propaganda Fide” Urbanian Pontifical College, in the 

atmosphere of the reforms promoted by the Pope Leon the 13th. 

In this context he went over the gates of the “Clio’s” land, 

being attracted by the antique vestiges as well as of attending 

some seminars such as Ecleziastic History, Sacred Archeology, 

Codicology and Latin paleography. His validation in the 

missionar-pastoral area has begun once he became a priest, in 

Rome, underlined also with the achievent of the title of Doctor 

in Philosophy and Sacred Teology, “cum laudae absolutis” as it 

is mentioned in the Books of “St. Atanasie” College. 

The apostolate of Iacob Radu, as a Shepard of his “sheeps” 

has developed gradually, for four decades, following a natural 

path, from modest cleric positions to high dignities awarded by 

Papal authorithies. 
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A short portofolio would have three levels:  

a) the beginning of his career as a priest in Romanian 

United Parish of Sarmas, from the Romanian United Archpriest 

area of Gurghiu (1894 – 1896); 

b) the internship at Preparandial Greek-Catholic Romanian 

Institute and in High  School for Girls  in Blaj (1896-1897); 

c) the pastoral mission in Bucharest as a priest for the 

Greek-catholics and as a teacher (history, geography and 

Romanian literature) at the Roman-Catholic Teologic Seminar 

(1897-1899); 

d) the apprenticeship in the office of Lugoj Romanian 

United Episcopate where he has achieved archive and library 

skills, vice-notary and consistorial assessor, episcopaladvocate, 

priest at Lugoj Industrial School (1899-1902); 

e) his appointment in the position of Vicar in the Hateg 

Episcopate (1902-1911), where he has valued his outstanding 

managerial skills (for instance: he has reformed on rational 

principles the vicar administration; he has renewed through 

modern measures the confessional Greek-catholic educational 

system and the activity of the priests inside the parishes; he has 

defined the educational process in the schools subordinated to 

the Vicariate; he has organized pilgrimages and canonic visits; 
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he has organized common piety by initiating “People’s sacred 

missions”; he has restored medieval churches and built new 

ones; he has preserved the documentary patrimony and the 

stock of old books; he has organized the participation of the 

believers to the pilgrimages “Ad limina Apostolorum” in 

Rome, he consolidated philanthropy by awarding aids, 

subsidies in scholarships; he has rationalized the financial 

administration of the Vicariate); 

f) he has reached high clerical levels of Canonic capitular 

(1911) and of General Episcopal Vicar ( 1913) of the 

Romanian United Episcopate of Lugoj, positions from which 

he has coordinated the Greek-catholic confessional education 

from Banat as the head of the new Greek-Catholic Seminar of 

Lugoj and teacher of Church history and Canonic Law (1911-

1914) under the supervision of the bishops Demetriu Radu and 

Vasile Hossu; 

g) the long and fruitful service for the Greek-Catholic 

Episcopate from Oradea (1914-1932), where he was called to 

serve the destinies of the Bishop area of Bihor in the positions 

of Canonic capitular, General Vicar, Capitular prepozit. 

In the areas of church library and archives administration, 

he had conducted inventories and has reorganized the 
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Episcopal library from Oradea, he made researches in the 

archives, returning to the scientific world the valuable 

Manuscripte. After the Unification from Alba Iulia, in 1918, 

the expertise of Iacob Radu in the area of canonic law would be 

used in diplomacy: together with the bishop Demetriu Radu 

(his brother), he has worked to the first “Harmony Project” of 

the united Romania with the Holy See, bringing a strong 

contribution to clarify the judicial status of the confessional 

education. 

As a man of the Church and of his Nation, we find him in 

Agora, in a relentless public speech, under the aegis of various 

church and laic institutions (for instance: General Assemblies 

of “Saint Mary” Reunion, the Congress of the General 

Association of the United Romanians, in the position of 

president, the General Assemblies of “Astra” where he was a 

member of Central Committee of the Association, in the forum 

of National Casina from Lugoj and Oradea). 

In the same time, his journalistic profile has developed 

happily, thanks to the activity as a collaborator to the “Blaj 

Magazine of Wisdom”- “The Christian Culture”, to “Cultural, 

social and religious Observer” from Beius, “Ravasul “ from 

Cluj, but also thanks to the effort inside the editorial staff in the 

“Vestitorul” magazine from Oradea. 
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The fine canonic activity of Iacob Radu in the service of the 

Universal Christian Church has been noticed by the Apostolic 

Holy See. Thus, as a sign of high recognition, by the grace of 

Pontifics Benedict the15th and Pius the 11th, the name of Iacob 

Radu has been inserted between the missionaries of the Holy 

Congregation “De Propaganda Fide” and between the external 

officials of the papal Curia, awarding him the titles of pontific 

domestic Prelate (“Artistes urban us”) in 1916 and Apostolic 

Proton tar („Protonotarium Apostolicum ad instar 

participantium”), in 1928. The pontific ordinance which has 

confirmed Iacob Radu as Apostolic Protonotar has been signed 

by the Pope Pius the 11th and the Vatican’s State Secretary- the 

Cardinal Pietro Gasparri. On this occasion he was 

characterized as follows: 

“A man of duty, [….] a solid character, enabled with an 

outstanding ambition to fulfill all works he starts,[..] as a 

historian gifted with a keen spirit of deep understanding of 

things and a relentless cultural activity, an excellent orator 

and a speaker with a high cultural level, he is known to all 

Romanians as a person with an excellent reputation based 

on work and character”. 
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In the laic plan, his merits in the service of the Romanian 

Nation were to be recompensated by King Carol the 2nd by 

including him in the ranks of High Level Officers of the 

“Romanian Crown” Order (1932). 

A hardworking person both as a priest and in the world of 

Clio muse, the historian Iacob Radu died in Oradea, in June 8, 

1932. 

 

 

II. Positivism and critical Spirit at the Historian 

Jacob Radu 

 

But, the core of the thesis is developed in the second 

section, grouped under the title Positivism and critical Spirit at 

the historian Jacob Radu. Before all, we have analyzed the 

cultural context inside which he has formed as a writer, trying 

to understand The general features of the evolution of the 

historiography, in Europe and in the Transylvania area, at the 

“Fin-de-siecle”, a fact that allowed us to define the Place of 

Iacob Radu in the chronologic context of the periods of the 

Romanian and western ecclesiastic historiographic writing. 
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In order to analyze the historical speech of Iacob Radu, we 

had identify and study all his works, mainly because such 

authors were neglected during the communist period, their 

books being removed from many libraries. 

A series of sections are dedicated to the beginnings of his 

career, such as: Under the signs of the beginning: Iacob Radu 

and the Romanian enciclopedism – His Colaboration with 

“The Romanian Encyclopedy” from Sibiu; From Romantism to 

Pozitivism – historical links. The personality and the work of 

the vicar Stefan Moldovan (1813-1900). 

Nonetheless, it should have been mentioned his 

collaboration in editiong Romanian Encyclopedy from Sibiu 

(1989-1904), under the aegis of the personalities of Astra, his 

participation being the elaboration of 73 articles, which 

explain, in extensor, enciclopedical notions from various areas 

of ecleziastic history. The experience won in the editorial 

committee of the remarkable work offered him the metodic 

exercise so needed in his future activity, connecting him with 

the elites. Related to the magnitude of the Romanian 

Encyclopedy, the contribution of the historian Iacob Radu does 

not impress from the quantitative point of view, but the themes 

of his articles recommends him as an expert in the confessional 

history and canonic law. 
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A question arises: Why is so important the personality of 

Stefan Moldovan on the historical destiny of Iacob Radu? It is 

obvious that the end of the Romantism and the beginning of the 

Positivism are issues difficult to describe chronologically. The 

various aspects of these currents interreact, beyond any 

periodical aspects. Iacob Radu continued directions of Ştefan 

Moldovan. 

 

Positivistic concept and critical method at the Iacob Radu 
 

The main part of the thesis focuses on the elements of 

concept and critical method positivistic. So, I looked at the 

text, subtext and context, harnessed by Iacob Radu in the 

History of Greek-Catholic Vicariat of the Haţeg [Lugoj, 1913]. 

I made some proposals for deconstruction, discourse analysis, 

text defining "keys to open the text" to develop "Cores" 

concept towards discursive and elements of design. 

As you can see, Iacob Radu noted in historiography 

through books and it was claimed in the history of the Church 

and the Nation. An analysis of the history of handwriting at the 

end of the 19th century, we appreciate that the onset of Iacob 

Radu that is located at the contact between the two generations. 

His writings are the link between Romanticism and Positivism. 
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Thus, it is a continuation of Augustin Bunea and Gampa. Iacob 

Radu managed to publish 14 books in various fields. He wrote 

monographs, biographies of clergymen, published documents, 

canonic law, ecclesiastical history, church history, education, 

geographical monographs and many articles in the press. 

Iacob Radu paved the way some historians of the 

interwar period - Zenovie Pâclişanu and Octavian Bârlea. Art 

historians or medievalişti, Virgil Vătăşianu and Radu Popa, 

owes much to the research of Iacob Radu in the first decade of 

the 20th century.
